Note From the Pope, 

 
During his General Audience, Pope Francis  

continued his catechesis on hope, focusing on "the 

source of hope in the fatherhood of God.ò  

 
SUMMARY OF POPE'S CATECHESIS  
Dear Brothers and Sisters:  

In our continuing catechesis on Christian hope, we 

now consider the source of that hope in the  

fatherhood of God. 

 
When the disciples asked Jesus to teach them to pray, 

he taught them to call God Our Father. Here we see 

the great religious revolution introduced by  

Christianity: taught by the Saviourôs command, we 

dare to speak to the transcendent and all-holy God as 

children speak, with complete trust, to a loving  

father.  

 
As Godôs adoptive sons and daughters in the Holy 

Spirit, we share in the intimate relationship between 

Jesus and the Father, and this is the basis of our sure 

hope in Godôs saving help. Each day, as we pray the 

Lordôs Prayer, may we be confirmed in the 

knowledge that, in his merciful love, our heavenly  

Father will watch over us, respond to our petitions, 

and never abandon us. In his catechesis, he explained 

the "Our Father,ò the most important prayer. It is a 

prayer that expresses the true nature of God: He is a 

father.  

 
"It is He who cannot be without us. This is a great 

mystery: God cannot be God without man. This is a 

great mystery.ò In fact, Pope Francis suggested to all 

in attendance that they look at their lives through 

the eyes of being God's child, and entrust their 

worries to Him.  

 
"Now I propose one thing to you: each of us has many 

problems, many needs. Let us think a little in silence 

about these problems and needs. Let us also think of 

the Father, of our Father who cannot be without us, 

and who is watching us at this moment. All together, 

with faith and hope, let us pray, 'Our Father...'ò
